A1 BREED SPECIALIST

Persons who have previously been approved by The Kennel Club to award CCs in the breed, have completed their first appointment and have the support of the Club.

A1 – NON BREED SPECIALIST

Persons who have previously been approved by The Kennel Club to award CCs in the breed, have completed their first appointment and have the support of the Club.


A3 BREED SPECIALIST
Persons must have judged the breed for a minimum of 7 years and 55 dogs over a wide geographical area, to have bred and/or owned a minimum of 3 dogs when they obtained their first entry in The Kennel Club Stud Book, save in exceptional circumstances, attended a Curly Coated Retriever Club Breed Specific Seminar, to have stewarded over a minimum period of 3 years and at 12 shows and have the support of the Club.                  

Persons must have attended a seminar given by a Kennel Club Accredited Trainer and passed the relevant examination on Kennel Club Regulations and Judging Procedures, to have attended a seminar given by a Kennel Club Authorised Trainer on Conformation and Movement, to have attended a Curly Coated Retriever Club Breed Specific Seminar  run in accordance with the relevant Kennel Club Code of Best Practice and passed an examination and/or assessment.

A3 BREED SPECIALIST OVERSEAS JUDGES

A3 NON BREED SPECIALIST

Persons must have a minimum of 7 years judging experience in any one breed (to include 5 years in this breed), to have judged 75 dogs over a wide geographical area, to have awarded CCs in at least one other breed, bred and/or owned a minimum of 3 dogs of any breed when they obtained their first entry in The Kennel Club Stud Book (save in exceptional circumstances), to have attended a Curly Coated Breed Specific Seminar run in accordance with the relevant Kennel Club Code of Best Practice and passed an examination and/or assessment, and have the support of the Club.
B SPECIALIST

Persons must have judged the breed for a minimum of 5 years and 20 dogs over a wide geographical area, attended a Curly Coated Retriever Club Breed Specific Seminar, and have the support of the Club.

B NON-SPECIALIST

Persons must have judged the breed for a minimum of 5 years and 30 dogs over a wide geographical area, attended a Curly Coated Retriever Club Breed Specific Seminar and have the support of the Club.

C SPECIALIST

For aspirant judges who have owned/shown curlies for a minimum of 4 years or are able to demonstrate to the committee that they have had an active interest in the breed for 5 years, attended a Curly Coated Retriever Club Breed Specific Seminar and have the support of the Club.

C NON-SPECIALIST
